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To provide access to inexpensive justice to rural people at
their door steps, the Law Commission of India in its 114" report
requested the Government of Indian for establishment of village
courts (Grama Nyayalayalu). Accordingly, India Parliament enacted
Grama Nyayalayalu Act 2008.

In the conference of Chief Ministers and Chief Justices held
on 16-8-2009 that was inaugurated by the Hon’able Prime Minister,
a general consensus has emerged regarding bringing‘ into force the
Grama Nyayalayas Act on 2" October, 2009 the birth anniversary of
Mahatma Gandhi.

The Government of India further stated that it will meet all
the non-recurring expenses relating to establishment of Grama
Nyayalayalu and 50% of the recurring expenses. In erstwhile A.P.

no action was taken to establish Grama Nyayalayalu
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After continuous persuasion from Forum for Good Governance at last Government of
Telangana vide G.O. No. 4, dated 1-2-2019 has accorded sanction for establishment of 55
Grama Nyayalayalu in various locations in Telangana. Further the Government vide G.O.
No.10, dated 5-2-2020 accorded sanction for appointment of 55 Grama Nyayadhikaries and
225 supporting staff and matter referred to Hon’ble High Court of Telangana for further
necessary action.

Couple of times we requested Hon’ble high court to take action in establishment of
Grama Nyayalayalu. On both the occasion (ref. 4" and 5™ cited) the Registrar Judicial .'I} has
informed us that “The process for constitution of Grama Nyayalayalu is under consideration
of the Hon’ble High Court. The matter is pending in Hon’ble high court since last 4 years.

For not implementing the Act of constitution of Grama Nyayalayalu, a PIL was filed in
Hon’ble Supreme Court by senior Advocate Prashant Bushan and the Court directed the
Chief Secretaries and Registrar Generals of high court to file affidavits in this regard. “Right
to Justice includes the right+to speedy and affordable access to justice. Grama Nyayalayalu
provide affordable justice at door steps and help de-clogging the huge pendency in trial
courts. We will appreciate it if the states file their affidavits keeping this in mind” said
Justices Gavai and Justices Visawanathan of Supreme Court of India.

I request the Registrar General to bring the matter to the kind notice of Hon’ble Chief
Justice of Telangana High Court and take speedy action for establishment of 55 Grama
Nyayalayalu in Telangana.
