Dog menace has attained a serious proposition in Telangana in

general and GHMC limits in particular.

As per the survey

conducted by GHMC, there are close to 4 lakh stray dogs roaming
in Hyderabad. The efforts made by the authorities like sterilizing

the animal is not yielding any result.

It is pathetic and heart

rendering to see children are attacked. To control the stray dogs
menace Forum for Good Governance has the following proposals
to make.

1.

There are no owners for the stray dogs roaming on the
streets. As per sec. 249 of GHMC Act there is a provision
to destroy the stray dogs. Taking shelter under this section
stray dogs to be destroyed.

Few years back in Hakeempet locality there was a problem
with wild boars. The concerned Forest officer keeping in
view of the threat they likely to pose to people of the
locality has permitted shooting of wild boars. Professional
hunters were engaged and all the wild boars in the area
were destroyed.

In villages the wild boars were damaging agricultural crops.
To protect crops Government have authorized Sarpanchas
to take action to kill the wild boars damaging crops.

In many wild life sanctuaries where the elephant population
increases beyond the carrying capacity of the land the
elephant population is culled.

Even in case of Tigers turning into man-eaters the tiger is
ordered to be killed.
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5. Monkeys are causing serious damage to crops and sometime hurting, the people.
Forest department of the state tried to control it by catching them, sterilizing and
keeping them in cages specially designed and providing food till their death. Similar
scheme can be thought of in case of stray dogs also. ‘

6. Here the stray dogs are becoming like man eaters, in some cases attacking children
and eating. There is therefore an urgent need to destroy the stray dogs.

7. It is reported in a section of the press that in GHMC area, for every 20 people there is
a stray dog ready to pounce on kids and elders.

8. The half hearted attempt by GHMC to sterilize the dogs is not going to solve the
problem. The claim of GHMC that they have sterilized more than 3 lakh stray dogs is
a farfetched claim.

9. Where there is food around dogs breed and multiply very fast. People in colonies
should restrain from offering food to stray dogs. Likewise, meat shops and hotels
should restrain from throwing the meat and food waste on the streets.

Guidelines of Animal Welfare Board of India :

It deals mostly with standard operating procedure in dog bite incidents which are not
practible and Ethiopian to say the least. GHMC has no facility to follow the guidelines
issued by Animal Welfare Board of India. The Animal Welfare Board has issued S.O.P.
keeping in view of once in a while doge bite cases. Here is a case where day in in and day
out dog attacks are reported from various part of the state. The Animal Welfare Board, it
appears, has more concerned about the safety and welfare of the stray dog then the human
beings.

Supreme Court of India in its order dated 18" November 2015 has observed that

“There can be no trace of doubt that there has to be compassion for dogs and they

should not be killed in an indiscriminate manner, but indubitably the lives of the human

beings are to be saved and one should not suffer due to dog bite because of

administrative laps”.

Forum for Good Governance requests the Principal Secretary MA&UD department to

keep the lives of human beings above the lives of stray dogs and order to kill the furious and

aggressive dogs.

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All strays must be
killed, says Forum

The Forum for Good
Governance has urged the
state government to control
the menace of stray dogs by
taking all necessary meas-
ures including killing them,
as per the GHMC Act 249,

According to a GHMC sur-
vey, there were close to 4
lakh stray dogs and the
forum doubted the corpora-
tion's assertion that about 3
lakh of them had been ster-
ilised. The forum said the
efforts of sterlising dogs had
not yvielded results.

In its representation to the
principal secretary, munici-
pal administration and
urban development depart-
ment, the forum expressed
shock over Incidents of

stray dogs attacking chil-
dren.

“The government appoi-
nted professional hunters a
few vears back to Kill wild
boars in Hakimpet. The gov-
ernment gave a similar
directive to sarpanches to
kill the wild boars that were
damaging crops. When the
elephant population increas-
es in wildlife sanctuaries,
they are culled,” the forum
pointed out.

“With enough food, the
dogs breed and multiply
very fast. People in colonies
should refrain from offering
food to stray dogs. Likewise,
meat shops and hotels
should refrain from throw-
ing meat and food waste on
the streets,” forum president
M. Padmanabha Reddy said
in his representation.
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FGG writes to govt on stray menace

THE members of the Fo-
rum for Good Governance
(FGG) on Monday sub-
mitted a representation
letter to Principal Secre-
tary of Municipal Admin-
istration Dana Kishore re-
garding the control of the
stray dog menace. They
also provided several sug-
gestions for addressing
the issue. The members
pointed out that the stray
dog menace has become
a serious proposition in

Telangana,  particularly
within GHMC limits. Ac-
cording to a survey con-
ducted by the GHMC,
there are close to four
lakh stray dogs roaming
in Hyderabad. Efforts by
authorities, such as steri-
lisation programmes, have
not yielded significant re-
sults. It is both tragic and
distressing to see children

being attacked.
Proposing several
measures, Padmanabha

Reddy, president of FGG,
said, “Stray dogs roaming
the streets have no own-

ers. According to Section
249 of the GHMC Act,
there is a provision to de-
stroy the stray dogs. The
GHMC’s half-hearted at-
tempt at sterilisation is
unlikely to solve the prob-
lem. Their claim of having
sterilised over 3 lakh stray
dogs is a farfetched claim.
Additionally, it would be
beneficial if residents re-
frained from feeding stray
dogs. The MA and UD de-
partment should prioritise
human safety over stray
dogs and implement more
effective solutions.”
